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SEASON OUTLOOK:  The Strongsville Mustangs Boys Soccer team, coming off another stellar season recording a 14-3-2 overall mark in 2010, will look to continue that tradition of excellence in 2011.  The Mustangs took their 12th consecutive conference title dating back to the Pioneer Conference.  Strongsville has won the Northeast Ohio Conference Valley Division Championship since its inception four years ago.  What this year’s team may lack in experience they will surely make up in cohesiveness as the team is laden with seniors.  SR D Bryan Wolanski (Co-Captain and 3-yr letter winner) and SR D Jarrod Nadzan (Co-Captain) will lead the way for the Mustangs.  Wolanski suffered a concussion and fractured orbital lobe in the Mustangs 6th game of last season against North Royalton and he didn’t return until the season ending District Final loss to Brecksville.  Nadzan is expected anchor the center of the defense along with Wolanski.  SR MF’s Mario Suarez and Chris Mir Salimi made significant contributions to last year’s success and they are both expected to help run the game in the midfield this year.  Suarez (2G-3A=7pts) has been an integral part of the team’s success in the past three seasons.  Mir Salimi played in 17 games in 2010 scoring one goal and earning two assists.  The rest of this year’s team has little varsity experience but come with an expectation of success as they have been part of our JVA and JVB programs over the past two years that have lost just 4 games total including just one loss last season.  SR F Jared Abston (22G + 1A=45pts) and JR F Mike Hall (12G + 6A=30pts) led the way in scoring for the JVA team last season and will be expected to share the brunt of the scoring for this seasons team.  Abston also netted five goals in five games for the Varsity last year.  SR’s Brandon Lumsden (D), Mike Lewis (D), Matt Chandler(D) and Myles Kerr(D) are vying for the outside back and holding midfield spots.  SR Midfielders Richie Jones, Kyle Wolfinger and Joungjoo Jeong are expected to play wide in the midfield.  JR Andres Waag and SR Brandon Moore have made significant strides in pre-season, pushing to make contributions in the midfield.  The goalkeeping is where the Mustangs are the youngest with JR Matt Stephano and SO Ian Simpson splitting the time between the nets in the early going as neither has stepped up to earn the first team spot.  
SCHEDULE OUTLOOK: The Mustangs will face some of the top teams in Northeast Ohio once again beginning with their opener against Normandy.  The team travels to Avon Lake in a match vs. the Shoreman on August 27th and then have their home opener on Tuesday, August 30th vs. North Royalton.  The match with Royalton is the longest running rivalry in Mustang history.  Labor Day weekend sees the Mustangs take on two out-of-state opponents in the St. Ignatius Tournament.  They face ESPN Rise Magazine pre-season #30 St. Anthony’s (NY) on Saturday at Wasmer Field on the campus of St. Ignatius @ 1pm then host Louisville St. Xavier on Sunday at 2pm at the Ehrnfelt Soccer complex.  Consecutive home matches with St. Ed’s (9-7) and Westlake (9-10) precede the NOC opening match at Medina on September 13.  Three consecutive games at home ( Elyria Catholic 9-20 and Hudson 9-24) high lighted by a match with a pre-season favorite Amherst (9-17) featuring U17 Nat’l Team Player Andrew Souders and Univ. of Notre Dame recruit Conner Klekota.  A trip to Twinsburg on Sep 27, where the Mustangs always seem to have a tough game with the Tigers, is followed by a match with Mentor.  The Cardinals are now a member of the NOC after leaving the Lake Erie League last year.  The annual rivalry game with St. Ignatius on October 8th @ Ignatius followed by the final NOC contest of the year at Solon on October 11th and the final regular season contest of the year at home to Brunswick rounds out the schedule.  
SEASON OPENER: Away vs. Normandy, Tuesday, August 22nd…JVA 4pm and Varsity 6pm @ Byers Field…This is the 1st regular season meeting between Strongsville and Normandy since 2008.  The two teams have also met in State Tournament competition twice with the Mustangs prevailing on both occasions.  This is one of three Northeast Ohio Conference Crossover matches.
