I. 
TEAM GOALS


A. COACHES



1. To provide players with a quality soccer training environment.



2. To develop within the team, a sense of unity, sportsmanship, and individual




personal development.



3. To maintain a high level and competitive soccer program.


B. PLAYERS



1. To perform at the highest training level possible.



2. To improve individual technical abilities.



3. To improve level of soccer fitness.



4. To develop a better understanding of team tactics.



5. To win the North East Ohio Conference.



6. To win the state soccer tournament.

II. ELIGIBILITY

Please be sure to check with the head soccer coach, guidance counselor or Athletic Director before making any schedule changes to be sure that you are not jeopardizing your Athletic Eligibility.


A. Student eligibility is determined and interpreted by the Ohio High School Athletic 



Association.  Students in Grades 9 through 12, to be eligible during any grading



period (9 weeks), must be passing in subjects taken  the preceding grading



period that earn a minimum of 5 credits per year toward graduation.  Physical 



Education courses do not count toward determining eligibility.


B. A student must earn at least a 2.0 grade point average (GPA) in order to be eligible 



for participation.  The GPA will be applied separately for grades 7-8 and for 



grades 9-12 and calculated each grading period.  Eligibility can be maintained, 



gained, or lost each grading period.  A student who does not earn at least a 2.0 


GPA may initiate a Request for Academic Assistance.  Meeting conditions of the 



contract will allow a student to continue participation in their respective sport.



If conditions of the contract are not met, the student could be denied further 



participation in their respective sport unless academic standards are met.


C. Provisions may be made for students with special needs and/or extenuating 



circumstances.  Students on Individualized Educational Plans will be considered



on an individual basis with respect to the academic requirements in this policy,



but still must meet the OHSAA requirements as per 3323.08 of the O. R. C.

OTHER REQUIREMENTS



1. A student must be in attendance at school a full day in order to be eligible to  



participate in any after school or evening activity on that date.



2.  A player who has a valid excused absence from school may participate in an




after school or evening activity with the permission of the appropriate




grade level administrator or Athletic Director.



3. All players must turn in an OHSAA physical examination card, OHSAA 




Acknowledgement of Eligibility form, Code of Conduct Acknowledgement  



and Athletic Participation Forms Packet by the first day of practice.

III.
PROCEDURES


A. SQUAD SELECTION



1. The Varsity soccer team will be limited to 14-22 players, which will be 



selected by the coaching staff through tryouts.



2. The Junior Varsity A soccer team will also be limited to 16-20 players, which



will be selected by the coaching staff through tryouts.

3. The Junior Varsity B team will be limited to 16-22 players, which will be  selected by the coaching staff through tryouts.

4. Players may be promoted to varsity (from JV A or B) or moved to JV A or B (from varsity) at any time during the season.



5. Seniors may not play on the JVA or B teams.



6. Freshmen may play on the JVA or Varsity team if deemed by the coaching staff

capable of playing at this level. Freshmen may be promoted to the JVA/VAR during the course of the season or moved back to the JVB team after the season has begun if deemed appropriate by the coaching staff.



7. During State Tournament play and upon completion of JVA and JVB seasons,



the Varsity may be expanded for games to a maximum allowable of 22 



players.


B. SCHEDULES



1. All soccer players will receive a schedule of games stating: 




A. time of the game if at home




B. time of the game if away and the estimated time of arrival home from





the game




C. time the bus will leave for away games




D. location of all games



2. Knowledge of scheduled games and bus departure/arrival times will be the 


responsibility of each player.

C. TRAINING



1. All training is mandatory unless otherwise stated by the coach.

2. Players not able to attend a training session must notify the coach at least

24 hours in advance.


3. Training will run anywhere from 1-1/2 to 2-1/2 Hours.  All trainings are 



held at Strongsville High School unless it is necessary to move to another site.



4. Unexcused absences at training will not be tolerated.  Two unexcused absences



may result in a one game removal from the team.  Further unexcused 



absences may result in dismissal from the team.



5. A student absent (excused or unexcused) from training the day before a game 

may have playing time limited by the coaching staff.



6. Players who must miss training due to a scheduled appointment must inform



the coaching staff at least 24 hours in advance of an appointment.  Please



attempt to schedule such appointments before or after training if at all



possible.



7. Players who have commitments that may require leaving training early should



be sure to inform the coaching staff at least 24 hours in advance of such



commitments.



8. Players are not excused from training on Early Release Day, Parent 



Conference Day, or NEOEA Day.  Discuss any potential reasons for 



absence with the coaching staff before committing to missing a training session.


D. UNIFORMS AND EQUIPMENT

1. The coaching staff will distribute all uniforms, warm-ups and equipment to all players prior to photo day. 



2. A Receipt of Equipment Form with price list will be issued with signed copy



maintained by parent and one signed copy returned to coach.  Failure to 



return a signed copy of the form to the coach may result in loss of playing time.

3. All players are responsible for maintaining their uniforms, warm-ups and equipment through the season and turning them in at the end of the

season.  Please follow washing instructions carefully.



4. Loss or damage beyond repair to any article of clothing will result in payment



for that article in the Athletic Department.  A price list will be submitted to parents.

4. Players may be asked to assist in setting up equipment and storing all equipment used in participation at games and practices.

E. TRANSPORTATION



1. Players will be responsible for providing their own transportation after



practices and to and from scheduled home games.



2. Transportation to all away games will be provided by Strongsville City Schools



which will return the team to the high school.



3. Players are responsible for making all scheduled departure times promptly.

4. In transit to games, players must be at their best behavior.  Players swearing,



yelling (out of bus windows), or tampering with bus equipment will be



subject to disciplinary action.  No food or drink is allowed on the bus per state law.

5. A player who arrives late for a bus may have playing time limited at the 



discretion of the coaching staff.

6. A player who misses a scheduled bus departure may, but is not required to 



secure their own transportation to an away contest, and may have their



playing time limited at the discretion of the coaching staff.

7. Players must be dressed for participation when loading the bus for an away game.


F.  GAME DAY ATTENDANCE



1. A player must be in school at least all day in order to participate in any



after school activity.

2. A player who has a valid excused absence from school may participate in a



scheduled game that day/evening with the permission of the appropriate 



grade level administrator or Athletic Director.

3. A player who has a valid excused absence from school on a Friday before a 



Sat/Sun game may participate in that contest with the permission of the 



appropriate grade level administrator or Athletic Director.

4. An unexcused absence from school will result in the denial of privilege to 

participate in a game that day/evening.  If the unexcused absence is on a Friday before a weekend contest denial of playing privilege for that weekend game will ensue.

5. A player who has an unexcused tardy to school on game day or Friday before 

a scheduled weekend game may have their playing privileges limited.

V. PLAYER COMMITMENT


1. Player commitment means:



A. Attendance at all practices.



B. Attendance at all games.



C. Being prompt to all team events.



D. Giving 100% at practice and in games.



E. Working and improving on weaknesses.



F. Being a team player.



G. Accepting your role on the team and doing your best in that role.



H. Representing Strongsville High School to your best ability

VI. WARNING


Soccer is a contact sport and there is always a chance of injury.

VII. RED & YELLOW CARDS


1. Players receiving a yellow card in a game are subject to immediate removal from the 

game and may be returned to the game at the next available substitution point.


2. Two yellow cards in a game require removal of the player from the game.  He may not


be returned to the game.  The player will not be required to serve a two-game suspension 


due to the expulsion from the game but may be subject to further disciplinary action by


the coaching staff or school administration.  


3. An accumulation of five (5) yellow cards in a season may result in a one-game 


removal beyond any previous disciplinary action.  Further yellow cards beyond five (5) 
may result in further disciplinary action.


4. By placing the team at a disadvantage and bringing disrespect to the team through the


receipt of a yellow or red card, playing time may be limited and further team and school 


disciplinary action may result.

4. A straight red card in a game results in the immediate ejection of the player from that game.  According to OHSAA policy, the player will then sit out the next two games.  A second red card in a season will mean removal from the team for the remainder of the season.


5. A red card ejection at the end of the fall season will result in removal from a winter 


or spring sport according to the formula set out by the OHSAA.  Should a Freshmen, 


Sophomore, or Junior receive a red card at the end of the fall season and not play a 


winter or spring sport they would serve their suspension the first two regular season


games the following season.  

6. A player receiving a yellow/red card ejection from a contest will be removed from the  remainder of that game.  The player may be replaced on the field of play.  The player will be required to sit out the next two regularly scheduled contest dates.

  VIII. CLUB SOCCER DURING SEASON

1. According to OHSAA regulations, it is forbidden for a member of a high school soccer 


team to participate in outdoor soccer during the fall high school season.  The player is 


subject to dismissal from the team and the school may face serious penalties from the 


OHSAA.


2. While your high school team is in season you are to refrain from attending indoor


try-outs for a club team.  Your loyalty and commitment during the fall season should


be with your high school.  Talk to your high school coach before being released at the


end of the fall season to your club.

IX. MULTI-SPORT ATHLETES


1. A member of the high school soccer program who participates in winter or spring


sports should discuss with me your winter or spring conditioning program that may be


offered to you by your winter or spring coach during the fall soccer season.


2. Multi-sport athletes are not to participate, during their season, in any off-season 


soccer activities unless they first discuss any participation with me and their high

school winter or spring coach.

X. INDOOR SOCCER AND CONDITIONING PROGRAM


An indoor soccer program is offered to all boys at Strongsville High School (Mustang 


Soccer Club.)  A Strength and Conditioning Program and  indoor mini-ball are available 

and optional to any Strongsville High School male student athlete.

XI. ODP, US Club Soccer National Finals, USYSA National Events, Super Y League National Events.

The above mentioned events may be held during the course of the OHSAA Scheduled soccer season.  In the event that any of the above events are held during the scheduled OHSAA season please be advised of the following.

A. A player must inform the Head Soccer Coach in writing of their anticipated participation in any of these competitions.

B. A player must attend a high school tryout period defined by the coaching staff.

C. A player may not play in a scrimmage or regular season contest and then participate in any of the events listed.  This may constitute a violation of OHSAA by-laws and mean sanctions placed upon the player and our program.

D. A player who is selected to participate in a full United States Soccer National Tearm event needs to discuss eligibility issues with the Head Soccer Coach and Athletic Director if such an event is held during the OHSAA soccer season.

E. A player must attend all high school trainings and events held during the high school pre-season period in question as long as they are in town and not out of town on an ODP, US Club Soccer National Qualifying event, USYSA National Event or Super Y League National Event.

F. A player may attend their Club, ODP or Super Y League training during the high school pre-season period as long as it does not conflict with a scheduled high school event.  Eligibility is not an issue as long as a player does not play a high school contest.
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
